2) NO anachronisms! You will lose points for incorrect or anachronistic information! 
3) You must have most of the elements of Facebook and all essential information for your character 

a. Information “ about me”

i. Date of birth, education and work, political views/groups, favourite quotes, interests (music, books, activities), location

b. Profile Photo

c. Minimum 3 status updates

d. Wall

i. Write at least 6 important facts that your character is famous for through the comments/wall. 

ii. All comments must be on topic and include a date. They should be from your character or someone related to that character (friend, family member, enemy). 

e. At least 6 friends with photos (who would have been their friends?)

f. At least 3 comments for each “friend” and at least one “like”

i. Each friend must have at least one status update

g. Joined two groups 

h. Joined at least one application (this can be anachronistic if it is plausible) 

i. At least one “event” they are attending / invited to.
